Residents asked for a crossing on Cranford Drive when speeding traffic gave 

rise to serious safety concerns particularly from parents taking young children 

to Cranford Park Primary School which is the largest primary school in the 

borough. Councillors John Oswell, Janet Duncan and Avtar Sandhu worked with 
council officers and residents to see what type of crossing could be installed and 

secure funding for it. Everyone was delighted when the crossing was completed 

earlier this year. Residents say it was just what was needed and has made the 
road safer.

Work has also been progressing to 

install a crossing for Harlington 

Community School on Pinkwell Lane 

following a horrific accident to a 
young student of the school in 

2006. A lengthy process had been 

followed by the school and council 
officers but the crossing had still not 

been built when Councillors John 

Oswell, Janet Duncan and Avtar 
Sandhu were given a budget of 

£25,000 to spend in the ward. They 

immediately consulted with the 
school, police and ward panel    

 

While looking at the places where a crossing could be installed to 

increase safety for students at Harlington Community School 

Councillors John Oswell, Janet Duncan and Avtar Sandhu were 
concerned that the crossing should also benefit Pinkwell Primary 

school children. Road safety engineers advised that one crossing 

could not do this. Councillors have therefore asked that engineers 
look at possible safety measures for Pinkwell Primary school as a 

separate study. When we know what these are, councillors will 

work to see safety measures installed to benefit the school.
